After the paint job was completed in early November, we
spent one week to assemble some 16 kitchen & office
cabinets and build a plywood frame for the front desk
counter. Thanks to the expertise of our volunteers, we
were able to hide a not-so-attractive drain pipe and wa-
ter meter inside cabinets, and adjust the cabinets careful-
ly so they line up on an uneven floor. Meanwhile, the
electrician came in to install recessed lights. The space is
fully illuminated now.

Then, we spent almost two weeks to do the flooring be-
cause our subcontractor had to fix the uneven floor.
Thanks to the wonderful work of our volunteer interior
designer, we use porcelain tiles that look like wood but
are water resistant, durable and easy to clean. Combined
with recessed lighting, walls with reflective paint, and
white cabinets, the new office is spruced up with a per-
fectly bright and warm atmosphere.

Our mechanical subcontractor is installing the HVAC sys-
tem and shall be done over the next week. We still have
to install counter tops, wall base, appliances, phone and

internet services. We also need to wrap up the electrical
and plumbing work. Our plan is to move in at the end of
December.
